In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. (John
1:1)

For in him dwelleth all the fullness of the Godhead bodily. (Colossians 2:9)

And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh,
justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world,
received up into glory. (1 Timothy 3:16)

Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all

Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and to day, and forever. (Hebrews 13:8)

6. Christ died on a cross:

The other disciples therefore said unto him, We have seen the Lord. But he said unto them,
Except | shall see in his hands the print of the nails, and put my finger into the print of the
nails, and thrust my hand into his side, | will not believe.

7. Christ life was paid as a ransom for sinners:

But go ye and learn what that meaneth, | will have mercy, and not sacrifice: for I am not come
to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance. (Matthew 9:13)

But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for
us. (Romans 5:8)
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For as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners, so by the obedience of one shall
many be made righteous. (Romans 5:19)

Knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ,
even we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and not
by the works of the law: for by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified. But if, while we
seek to be justified by Christ, we ourselves also are found sinners, is therefore Christ the
minister of sin? God forbid. (Galatians 2:16-17)

I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life
which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave
himself for me. (Galatians 2:20)

This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to
save sinners; of whom | am chief. (1 Timothy 1:15)

9. Christ was raised from the dead bodily:

But they were terrified and affrighted, and supposed that they had seen a spirit. And he said
unto them, Why are ye troubled? and why do thoughts arise in your hearts? Behold my hands
and my feet, that it is | myself: handle me, and see; for a spirit hath not flesh and bones, as ye
see me have. And when he had thus spoken, he shewed them his hands and his feet. And while
they yet believed not for joy, and wondered, he said unto them, Have ye here any meat? And
they gave him a piece of a broiled fish, and of an honeycomb. And he took it, and did eat
before them. (Luke 24:37-43)

Jesus answered and said unto them, Destroy this temple, and in three days | will raise it up.
Then said the Jews, Forty and six years was this temple in building, and wilt thou rear it up in
three days? But he spake of the temple of his body. (John 2:19-21)

But Thomas, one of the twelve, called Didymus, was not with them when Jesus came. The
other disciples therefore said unto him, We have seen the Lord. But he said unto them, Except

11. Christ will rule Millennial Kingdom on earth in righteousness and peace:

Saying with a loud voice, Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, and riches, and
wisdom, and strength, and honor, and glory, and blessing. (Revelation 5:12)
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Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the second death hath no
power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with him a thousand
years. (Revelation 20:6)

12. New heavens and earth will bring ideal living conditions to God's people:

And | saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first earth were passed
away; and there was no more sea. And | John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down
from God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. And | heard a great
voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and he will dwell with
them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with them, and be their God. And
God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more death, neither
sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former things are passed
away. And he that sat upon the throne said, Behold, 1 make all things new. And he said unto
me, Write: for these words are true and faithful.

For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel,
and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: Then we which are alive and
remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so
shall we ever be with the Lord. (1 Thessalonians 4:16-17)

14. Christ will destroy present system of things in the battle of Har-Magedon:

Then cometh the end, when he shall have delivered up the kingdom to God, even the Father;
when he shall have put down all rule and all authority and power. For he must reign, till he
hath put all enemies under his feet. The last enemy that shall be destroyed is death. For he hath
put all things under his feet. But when he saith, all things are put under him, it is manifest that
he is excepted, which did put all things under him. (1 Corinthians 15:24-27)

And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the nations: and he
shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of
Almighty God. And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, KING OF
KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS. (Revelation 19:15-16)

And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous into life eternal.
(Matthew 25:46)

But he that shall blaspheme against the Holy Ghost hath never forgiveness, but is in danger of
eternal damnation: (Mark 3:29)

Then Simon Peter answered him, Lord, to whom shall we go? thou hast the words of eternal
life. (John 6:68)

And | give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them
out of my hand. (John 10:28)

That as sin hath reigned unto death, even so might grace reign through righteousness unto
eternal life by Jesus Christ our Lord. (Romans 5:21)

For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.
(Romans 6:23)

Howbeit for this cause | obtained mercy, that in me first Jesus Christ might shew forth all
longsuffering, for a pattern to them which should hereafter believe on him to life everlasting.
(1 Timothy 1:16)
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Which he shed on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Savior; That being justified by his
grace, we should be made heirs according to the hope of eternal life. (Titus 3:6-7)
